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Matthew 24:3 (ESV) - As he sat on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to
him privately, saying, “Tell us, when will these things be, and what will be
the sign of your coming and of the end of the age?”

Matthew 24:4-14 (ESV) - And Jesus answered them, “See that no one leads
you astray. 5 For many will come in my name, saying, ‘l am the Christ,’ and
they will lead many astray. 6 And you will hear of wars and rumors of wars.
See that you are not alarmed, for this must take place, but the end is not
yet. 7 For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom,
and there will be famines and earthquakes in various places. 8 All these are
but the beginning of the birth pains. 9 “Then they will deliver you up to
tribulation and put you to death, and you will be hated by all nations for my
name's sake. 10 And then many will fall away and betray one another and
hate one another. 11 And many false prophets will arise and lead many
astray. 12 And because lawlessness will be increased, the love of many will
grow cold. 13 But the one who endures to the end will be saved. 14 And this
gospel of the kingdom will be proclaimed throughout the whole world as a
testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.

» The Great Tribulation (Matt. 24:15-22; Mark 13:7-8; Luke 21:20-24; Mark

Matthew 24:21-22 (ESV) - For then there will be great tribulation, such as has
not been from the beginning of the world until now, no, and never will be.
22 And if those days had not been cut short, no human being would be
saved. But for the sake of the elect those days will be cut short.

« False Prophets Working Signs and Wonders (Matt. 24:23-24; Mark
13:22)

Matthew 24:23-24 (ESV) - Then if anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the
Christ! or ‘There he is!" do not believe it. 24 For false christs and false
prophets will arise and perform great signs and wonders, so as to lead
astray, if possible, even the elect.

- Signs in the Heavens (Matt. 24:29-30; Mark 13:24-25; Luke 21:25-27)
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Matthew 24:29-30 (ESV) - “Immediately after the tribulation of those days
the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light, and the stars
will fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken. 30 Then
will appear in heaven the sign of the Son of Man, and then all the tribes of
the earth will mourn, and they will see the Son of Man coming on the
clouds of heaven with power and great glory.
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1. Living

1John 2:28 (ESV) - And now, little children, abide in him, so that when he
appears we may have confidence and not shrink from him in shame at his
coming.

1 Peter 4.7-9 (ESV) - The end of all things is at hand; therefore be self-
controlled and sober-minded for the sake of your prayers. 8 Above all, keep
loving one another earnestly, since love covers a multitude of sins. 9 Show
hospitality to one another without grumbling. 10 As each has received a
gift, use it to serve one another, as good stewards of God's varied grace:

12 But before all this they will lay their hands on you and
persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues and prisons, and you
will be brought before kings and governors for my name's sake. 13 This will
be your opportunity to bear witness.
